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Historically serving immigrating, first and second generation Filipinos, Moanalua Community Church UCC, Honolulu, is in transition. What does it mean to be a predominantly Filipino congregation worshiping n the Pearl Harbor Memorial Chapel located on U.S. Naval property surrounded by military family housing? When you believe vital, healthy churches welcome ALL peoples from ALL walks of life because GOD IS A GOD WITHOUT LIMIT, you seize your strategic location by welcoming all from a very diverse and transient military population.

Members of Moanalua draw on their rich history of strong extended families, to create a place that can assist the faith and strengthen the family structures of military members and families far from home. Their Preschool and Day Care Program was established as a ministry of assistance to military families. It has an enrollment of about ninety with a waiting list most years.

Now Moanalua is seeking to more effectively reach out by partnering with a very different congregation, 90% Caucasian, military, Joy of Christ Lutheran Church, ELCA of Pearl City, Hawai‘i. Together they have planned joint worship services that honor and reflect both traditions, a Lenten Series and Wednesday Nights Alive dinner/Bible

study.
