Grants Provide Ministry Opportunities to Local Churches
in the Hawai‘i Conference
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The Stewardship Missional Team of the Hawai‘i Conference has approved a Christian Investment Grant in the amount of $5,000 to benefit the youth from the Hawai‘i Conference attending the Western Regional Youth Event (WRYE) in Montana in July 2010. 
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As the Team reviewed a request for scholarship support from two youth in one church, the members decided to support all youth who will participate in the youth trip, which begins July 4. After WRYE concludes on July 10, the youth and their adult advisors will travel to Yellowstone National Park before returning to Hawaii on July 14.

“The team decided to contribute $5,000 to the WRYE Youth Trip Fund to be equally shared by attendees to reduce their expenses for this event,” said Team Chair Elwood Kita. “This is an important experience for youth in the Hawai‘i Conference, and we recognize that each youth wanting to attend this event must be struggling with similar financial needs as the youth who first applied.”
The Christian Investment Grant money comes from the Hawai‘i Conference share of Strengthen the Church offerings received from churches each year. The awards are given to churches that request funds to help with a program or project. The particular emphasis is on projects that are new, particularly those projects that involve youth. 
In the past, funds have been awarded to help start a new music program in a church, create a community garden in another church, and start a playgroup ministry to families with young children in a third congregation.
