Your voice is critical to our continued flourishing and your life
reminds us to take up space in this world despite what others may say or do. Your
heart and spirit to be as you are empowers all of us to reflect on how to show up as
ourselves, authentically. 



For Allies:
Your support is needed and we are grateful for how you commit to becoming aware
of what the Queer Community faces daily. In furthering your awareness, we all become
free. In joining hand -n-hand with the Queer Community, we work more intentionally
toward intersectional justice and communal care.
